who catches the garter stays near the dance floor as she will participate in the Garter
replacement.

Garter Removal: O Yes O No

1. Call Groom to the dance floor to join Bride. A chair is placed in the middle of the dance floor
where the Bride will sit. Groom will remove the Garter while the music is played.

2. Remove Garter: (Music) The Stripper (DDJ Tools #1 TR. 11)

3. Groom Stays On Dance Floor For Garter Toss.

Garter Toss: O Yes 0 No
1. Call all single men to the dance floor. Wedding party assists getting people to the dance floor.
2. Groom Tosses garter. (Music) Another One Bites The Dust (DDJ Tools #2 TR. 14)

3. Guest who catches the garter stays near the dance floor, as he will replace the Garter on the
person who caught the Bouquet.

Garter Replacement: O Yes O No
1. Girl who caught the Bouquet sits in chair placed in the middle of the dance floor.
2. Guest who caught the Garter replaces the Garter: (Music) Oh Yeah! (DDJ Tools #1 TR. 12)

3. Continual with Dance/all request music, or precede with optional group dances.
